Operators have a better view while standing and
reversing compared to having to twist their body, back and neck to see as with a sit-down unit. Stand-up
models have comfort and safety. Better operator visibility lessens injuries and product damage. Finally, the
operator in astand on forklift is able to enter and exit the cab quicker than a sit down forklift which can
increase workplace efficiency in some applications.
